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HUD PROVIDES $122,000 IN GRANTS FOR TWO HOMELESS PROJECTS IN YAKIMA COUNTY
             
YAKIMA – U.S. Housing and Urban Development (HUD) announced today it was providing two grants totaling more than $122,000 for projects designed to assist people who are homeless in Yakima County.  The grants were awarded to Yakima Neighborhood Health Services (YNHS) for their “Futuros Brillantes” project and Yakima YWCA for their “Bring It Home” project.

Futuros Brillantes (Bright Futures) will provide permanent supportive housing for three families in the lower Yakima Valley, where safe, affordable housing is scarce. To qualify the families must be homeless and have at least one family member who is permanently disabled.  YNHS will then work with each family in an effort to help them become self-sufficient.

The Bringing It Home project will provide a total of 16 units – 10 of which will be subsidized through the HUD grant – of transitional family housing for survivors of domestic violence, as well as case management and other support services.  The HUD subsidy for his much-needed housing will help support between 20-30 women and children at any given time for up to two-years.

The two grants were among 11 awarded to new homeless programs in Washington State.

“Today, we build on this Administration’s goal to prevent and end homelessness in America,” said HUD Secretary Shaun Donovan. “This funding will make a significant impact in the lives of thousands of people and provide resources to put them on the road of independence.”
“Getting people off the streets depends on the hard work and dedication of organizations like these that are, day and night, on the streets, helping homeless individuals and families get back into stable homes and sustainable lifestyles,” said HUD Northwest Regional Administrator Mary McBride.  “Without them, this critical work could not get done.”
